Judith Cebula directs the Center for Faith and Vocation at Butler University. It is an initiative dedicated to religious pluralism and to helping students discover their unique lives of purpose, meaning and contribution.

Through the Center, Judith collaborates with all six colleges of Butler University to support faculty, their students, and the curriculum with vocational discernment tools of reflection. She serves Butler University as a member of the board of advisors of NetVUE, a network of 183 colleges and universities nationwide supporting vocational discernment in undergraduate education. It is an initiative of the Council of Independent Colleges.
